involves gathering a scheduling team who
has knowledge of each student’s needs,
in-class support models, general education
curriculum, and the school’s organizational
structures. With a trained facilitator, the
team completes the following steps, using
multi-colored sticky notes and chart paper
to group students into general education
classrooms.

By scheduling students with disabilities
FIRST, the team ensures that the supports
follow each student-not the other way

around! Inclusive scheduling engages team members
in a visual, hands-on process.
